Master of Science (M.S.) Degree

A materials science and engineering (MSE) master's degree is a postgraduate degree that enables you to enhance your academic qualifications and skills to advance your career in an in-demand engineering specialization.

The graduate program in materials science and engineering provides a thorough grounding in the fundamental behavior of ceramics, composites, electronic materials, metals, and polymers. Emphasis is also given to the application of concepts and basic principles in the selection, design, processing, and use of engineering materials. Special topics courses are offered to complement the programs of graduate research. Research is primarily in the areas of nanostructured materials, biomaterials, composite materials, functional materials, materials processing, materials synthesis, electronic materials, and structural materials.

The minimum course requirement for the M.S. Degree is 45 credits. These 45 credits consist of six credits of core courses, 12 credits of selective core courses, and 18 credits of Technical Electives. The remaining nine credits shall depend on whether the student selects an M.S. thesis, an M.S. research proposal, or the non-thesis option.

III. Admission requirement

· Admission Standards

Drexel takes into consideration a number of criteria when determining admission, including your prior college or university performance, letters of recommendation, standardized test scores, and essay.

Acceptance for graduate study at Drexel University requires a four-year bachelor's degree from a regionally accredited institution in the United States or an equivalent international institution. Although admission requirements vary by program, regular acceptance typically requires a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0 (B) for the last two years of undergraduate work. The average for any graduate work must be at least 3.0. Applicants for post-master's status must show potential for further study by having maintained at least a 3.0 average in their master's-level studies. (Individual departmental requirements may exceed this minimum.)

The admission committee evaluates all credentials submitted by applicants to determine a student's ability and potential to succeed in graduate study. In addition, the committee is interested in the applicant's potential to contribute to his/her program of study and to the University community as a whole.
· GRE
GRE test scores are required; minimum score varies.
· English Proficiency
TOEFL scores are required for international applicants or applicants who earned a degree outside the U.S. (minimum scores: 100/600/250). Scores will be reviewed based on section scores and total scores. IELTS scores may be submitted in lieu of TOEFL scores (minimum Overall Band Score: 7.0).
Official copies of test results (GRE, GMAT, MAT, TOEFL, etc.) must be sent to Drexel. Refer to the Program Requirements and Deadlines to determine which tests you are required to take. Drexel's test code is 2194 for the GRE and TOEFL. Drexel's test code for the MAT is 1615. Drexel does not use department codes.

IV. Process & Mailing Address
· Online Application
Applicants may only apply to one program. All documents submitted by you or on your behalf in support of this application for admission to Drexel University become the property of the University, and will under no circumstances be released to you or any other party. 
· Application Fee
Please note, an application fee of $65 U.S. is required.

· Transcripts
Official transcripts must be sent directly to Drexel from all the colleges/universities that you have attended. Transcripts must be submitted in a sealed envelope with the college/university seal over the flap. Please note that transcripts are required regardless of number of credits taken or if the credits were transferred to another school. An admission decision may be delayed if you do not send transcripts from all colleges/universities attended.
Transcripts must show course-by-course grades and degree conferrals. If your school does not notate degree conferrals on the official transcripts, you must provide copies of any graduate or degree certificates.

If your school issues only one transcript for life, you are required to have a course-by-course evaluation completed by an approved transcript evaluation agency.

Precise, word-for-word English translations of all non-English language documents are required along with official documents in the original language. All translations must be completed by the issuing institution or an ATA-certified translator. Visit the American Translators Association website to search for an ATA-certified translator.

If you have questions regarding what documents you must submit to fulfill the transcript requirements, contact the Office of Graduate Admissions.

· International Student Transcripts

· Test Scores

TOEFL. Drexel's test code is 2194 for the TOEFL. Drexel does not use department codes. IELTS scores may be submitted in lieu of TOEFL scores.
· Letters of Recommendation

Two letters of recommendation are required. To electronically request recommendations, you must list your recommenders and their contact information on your application. You may request recommendations with your application or through the Discover Drexel portal after you submit your application.
We advise that you follow up with your recommenders to ensure they received your recommendation request — they may need to check their junk mail folder. Additionally, it is your responsibility to confirm that your recommenders will submit letters by your application deadline and follow up with recommenders who have not completed their recommendations.

· Visa Information
After a non-U.S. citizen student has been admitted to Drexel and has confirmed their intent to enroll, ISSS will reach out to them with detailed instructions on how to proceed with assessing their visa needs.
In brief, the order of events after a student is admitted to the university is as follows:

1. A student confirms their intent to enroll by submitting their nonrefundable tuition deposit through the Discover Drexel portal.

2. ISSS reaches out to the student with instructions on how to apply for a visa.

3. Student follows ISSS instructions and is granted a pre-visa document sponsored by Drexel University.

4. Student uses the pre-visa document and follows the instructions that come with it to apply for a visa at a US embassy or consulate in their home country.

5. Student is granted a visa by a US embassy or consulate in their home country.

6. Student carries visa and pre-visa document with them when they enter the U.S. to begin their course of study at Drexel University.
