· submit a thesis and pass an oral defence of the thesis

Students may apply to transfer to the PhD stream if they can satisfy the PhD admission requirements after completing the first year of study.

III. Admission requirement
· General Admissions Requirements

Applicants should normally hold an honours degree in Computer Science, Computer Engineering or related fields.

· For the Master's Programmes (except the Executive Master of Business Administration (EMBA) Programme), applicants shall have:

· Graduated from a recognized university and obtained a Bachelor's degree, normally with honours not lower than Second Class; or

· Graduated from an honours programme of a recognized university with a Bachelor's degree, normally achieving an average grade of not lower than "B"; or

· Completed a course of study in a tertiary educational institution and obtained professional or similar qualifications equivalent to an honours degree.

· For the Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) stream under the "MPhil-PhD Programmes", applicants shall have:

· a Master's degree from a recognized university; or

· graduated from a recognized university and obtained a Bachelor's degree, normally with honours not lower than Second Class; or

· graduated from an honours programme of a recognized university with a Bachelor's degree, normally achieving an average grade of not lower than "B"; or

· Completed a course of study in a tertiary educational institution and obtained professional or similar qualifications equivalent to an honours degree.
· English Language Requirements for Admission
To fulfill the University’s minimum English language requirements for admission to postgraduate programmes, applicants should have:

· obtained a degree from a university in Hong Kong1 or taken a degree programme of which the medium of instruction was English; or

· achieved scores in the following English Language tests2 as indicated:

· TOEFL: 550 (Paper-based)/79 (Internet-based);

· IELTS (Academic): 6.5;

· GMAT (Verbal): Band 21; or

· Obtained a pass grade in English in one of the following examinations:

· Hong Kong Advanced Level Examination (AS Level);

· Hong Kong Higher Level Examination;

· CUHK Matriculation Examination;

· General Certificate of Education Examination (GCE) Advanced Level (A-Level)/Advanced Subsidiary Level (AS-Level); or

· Achieved Level 4 or above in the English Language subject of the Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary Education (HKDSE) Examination; or

· Obtained a recognized professional qualification, provided that the examination was conducted in English.

· Notes:

· This is based on the understanding that English is the medium of instruction of degree programmes offered by universities in Hong Kong. Moreover, graduates from universities in Hong Kong should have fulfilled the English language requirements of the institution concerned when they were admitted to the degree programmes. The CUHK Graduate School may request applicants to provide additional supporting documents to prove their English proficiency.

· TOEFL and IELTS are considered valid for two years from the test date. GMAT is considered valid for five years from the test date.

IV. Process & Mailing Address
· Online Application
· Application Fee: HK$300
· Copies of certificates of academic/professional qualifications
Copies of certificates of academic/professional qualifications may include university certificates of graduation, examination certificates and proof of other qualifications.
· Official transcripts and grading schemes of all tertiary level studies
Official transcripts (with a complete record of courses attended and examination results) and grading schemes of all tertiary level studies should be submitted.

· CUHK qualifications (Bachelor’s or higher degrees):

· Photocopies of transcripts issued by CUHK are accepted (not applicable to CUHK (Shenzhen) qualifications).

· Applicants should first download the Transcript Submission Covering Sheet and attach it to the transcript copy. Please send the transcript copy to the relevant Graduate Division directly.
The University reserves the right to require applicants to submit original transcripts.

· Other qualifications:

· Photocopies will NOT be accepted. Applicants should download the Transcript Submission Covering Sheet and send it to the issuing universities to apply for official transcripts. Official transcripts should be sent directly to relevant Graduate Division in a sealed envelope from the issuing university.

· Certificates and transcripts, which are not in English or Chinese, should be accompanied by an official certified translation in English.

· Some universities may only issue electronic official transcripts to other institutions. In that event, official electronic transcripts should be sent to relevant Graduate Division directly from the issuing university.

· Applicants who obtained degrees from universities in Mainland China are required to provide an Online Verification Report (中國高等教育學歷認證報告) issued by the CHESICC (學信網).

· The University may require applicants to provide verification reports of the qualification obtained. Applicants will be notified by the Graduate Division concerned/Graduate School separately.

If you are currently in the final year of your study, you are required to submit the final official transcript before starting your postgraduate study at CUHK.
· Proof of English Language proficiency
Applicants are required to fulfil the English Language Admissions Requirement by submitting any one of the following documents:
· A copy of graduation certificate issued by a university in Hong Kong; or

· A certifying letter issued by the Registry of the university confirming the medium of instruction of your degree programme was English; or

· Original valid official score report of TOEFL^ (University’s institution code: 0812)/IELTS (Academic)^/GMAT (Verbal)^ sent directly from the test organization to the University (HKPFS only accepts score report of TOEFL or IELTS (Academic)); or

· Certification of Results of the English Language subject in Hong Kong Advanced Level Examination (AS Level), or Hong Kong Higher Level Examination, or Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary Education Examination provided by Hong Kong Examinations and Assessment Authority; or

· Certified true copy* of Statement of Results/report of the English Language subject in General Certificate of Education (GCE) A-level or AS-level/CUHK Matriculation Examination; or

· Certified true copy* of certificate of a recognized professional qualification for which the examination was conducted in English. Different programmes may accept different professional qualifications, please contact the respective Graduate Division for details.
^ TOEFL and IELTS are considered valid for two years from the test date. GMAT is considered valid for five years from the test date.
* The certified true copy must be issued by the official organization or relevant test organization. The University may require applicants to provide the original documents for verification.
· Confidential Recommendations/Referee’s Report
Applicants are required to invite TWO referees to complete the Confidential Recommendations Report.  After you have successfully submitted the application, you can input information of the TWO referees through the Online Application System for Postgraduate Programmes.  The University will send invitations for confidential recommendations to the referees.

The Immigration Ordinance of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (HKSAR) stipulates that unless a person has the right of abode or right to land in the HKSAR, s/he requires a valid visa/entry permit from the Immigration Department to study in the HKSAR.
· Students from Taiwan
· “Application for Visa Sponsorship”.
· Form ID995A (click here for a sample of the duly completed form - please read the “Guide Book for Entry for Study in Hong Kong” before completing the form).
· A clear copy of your identity card (front and back) and a copy of your passport/travel document, if you have one.

· A copy of the Admission Notification.

· A copy of the Letter of Award of your Postgraduate Studentship (only for Research Postgraduate Students who have been awarded a studentship).

· Evidence of your financial standing to prove that you will be able to support your study and living in Hong Kong, e.g. a clear copy of bank statements, savings account passbooks or tax receipts.
Research postgraduate students who are awarded a studentship are not required to provide evidence of their financial standing.
For taught postgraduate students, if the financial proof belongs to a person who will support you financially, please also provide:
· Proof of relationship between you and that person, e.g. birth certificate, marriage certificate; and
· An undertaking signed by that person that s/he will support you financially.
· Visa handling fee (HK$450) by credit card payment via the Application System
(please select “Visa status checking/change visa address”).

· A copy of your household registration in Taiwan (台灣戶籍影印本).

· In addition to the above documents, part‐time students are required to provide the following additional documents:

· a plan of your travel between Hong Kong and your residence;

· explanation on why you select to study at this University instead of programmes in your home country/region;

· an undertaking that you will depart from Hong Kong after you complete the programme;

· a support letter from your current employer, if applicable; and

· a copy of a notarized declaration of identity for visa purpose.
(Students have to affix the student visa label on the original notarized declaration of identity for visa purpose in order to enter Hong Kong.)
