II. Deadline
· Early Action (Non-binding)

· Early Action (EA) is designed for students who wish to complete the admission process early in their senior year.

· EA does not restrict a student from applying to other schools or applying for Tulane scholarships and financial aid.

· If a student is not admitted in the EA pool, Tulane may defer the admission decision, ask for further supporting materials, and reconsider the application during Regular Decision.

· EA applicants may indicate their interest in participating in an optional alumni interview program. Not all applicants will be offered an interview. Lack of an interview will not adversely affect a student’s application.

· Early Decision (Binding)

Take ACT or SAT by October
Application Deadline: November 1
Decision Notification: December 15
Deposit Deadline: January 15
· Early Decision (ED) is designed for students whose first choice is Tulane University.

· ED is a binding decision, and students admitted through the ED timeline are committed to withdrawing all applications from other universities and enrolling at Tulane.

· ED applicants, a parent, and a guidance counselor must sign the Early Decision Agreement form in order for the ED application to be considered complete.

· ED applicants may indicate their interest in participating in an optional alumni interview program. Not all applicants will be offered an interview. Lack of an interview will not adversely affect a student’s application.

III. Admission requirement
· Curriculum Requirements
Candidates for admission are expected to present strong high school programs of study consisting of 18 or more academic courses taken over the four-year period.

For US Citizens/Residents, we recommend your secondary school program consist of the following minimum preparation for each subject area:
· English
4 years, with extensive work in reading and writing

· Mathematics
3 years

· Foreign Language
At least 2 years—preferably 3—of a classical or modern language

· Science
3 years of a laboratory science

· Social Studies
3 years, with an emphasis on history

· It is our policy to consider the score from either exam that represents appicants in the most positive academic light; therefore, we do not have a preference for either standardized test over the other.
· We superscore the SAT, meaning that we will consider the highest section scores across all SAT score reports from all SAT test dates.

· We will only superscore SAT reports that are on the same numerical scale (see below section, "Redesigned SAT").
· If you submit separate scores from both the 2400-scale SAT and from the redesigned SAT, we will only consider the highest overall score.

· We do not superscore the ACT.

· We do not require scores for the written portion of either test.

· SAT Subject Tests are optional. If you choose to include those scores as part of your application, they will be considered.

· Redesigned SAT
College Board debuted a redesigned SAT in March 2016 that returned to the 1600-point scale. We understand many students took the SAT before that date, so we've compiled a short guide below for students affected by this change.

· Demonstrated English Proficiency
The admission committee weighs many factors during the course of the application process, including rigor of high school curriculum, classroom performance, quality of recommendations and statements, extracurricular and community involvement, and life experiences. In order to provide a more holistic review process for international students, Tulane will consider several different standardized tests.

· You must submit scores from at least one of the following:

SAT
ACT
TOEFL
IELTS
· TOEFL or IELTS are required if English is not your native language.

· Tulane looks for a minimum of 90 on the TOEFL and 6.5 on the IELTS.

· Tulane's code for both tests is 6832.
· If you achieve a 600+ on the SAT Verbal section or a 27+ on the ACT English section, we will waive TOEFL or IELTS.

· If your application checklist says you must submit a TOEFL or IELTS, but English is your native language, please contact us.

· While SAT or ACT are not required for non-US citizens, scores will be considered should you submit them.

· The middle 50% of admitted students achieve 1950-2150 on the SAT or 30-33 on the ACT.

· Tulane's SAT code is 6832. Tulane's ACT code is 1614.

· It is recommended that you submit SAT or ACT scores if you wish to be considered for merit aid. Admission and merit aid at Tulane are highly competitive.

· You must submit SAT or ACT scores in order to be considered for the Dean's Honor Scholarship, Paul Tulane Award, or Global Scholarship.

We accept the Common Application or the Tulane online application. Each is evaluated in the same way.

· Your counselor may submit via Naviance, SENDedu, or submit@tulane.edu
· Tulane requires a certified copy of your secondary school academic record. Grades for at least three full years of secondary education are required; exiting exams alone are not sufficient. Tulane is familiar with the grading systems of most nations. If you have any questions or concerns about your grading system, please contact your admission counselor. This component must be submitted directly to the Office of Undergraduate Admission by a school official.
· Secondary School Report/Guidance Counselor Recommendation*

· Submitted directly by your high school guidance counselor 

· Your counselor may submit via Naviance, SENDedu, or submit@tulane.edu
· All first-year applicants must submit a secondary school report and/or an official letter of recommendation from their guidance counselor or head of class. This component must be submitted directly to the Office of Undergraduate Admission by a school official.

**We do not require teacher recommendations (only a counselor recommendation), but we are happy to review additional recommendations you submit. Please submit extra recommendations in PDF format. Your recommender or counselor may submit additional recommendations electronically (through Naviance) or via email to submit@tulane.edu.
· Certification of Finances
International students must complete the Certification of Finances Form in order to complete their application for admission. We will not accept bank documents without this form. Tulane University offers limited need-based financial assistance to international students whom we determine to have financial need. To determine whether you qualify for aid, submit the CSS Profile by 15 February.

· Optional Interview
Tulane does not require interviews for international applicants; however, if you would like to request an optional informational interview with your admission representative or Tulane alumni, we will gladly try to accommodate you via Skype or in person. Non-native English speakers are also welcome to participate in third-party unscripted interviews using a service of your choice.

VII. OTHER / FINANCIAL AID / INTERVIEW
· Alumni Interview Program
Tulane University offers select Early Decision and Early Action applicants an invitation for an alumni interview.

The Alumni Interview Program for the 2018 application season has reached capacity, and no more interviews will be offered at this time. Please keep in mind the interview program is optional and the lack of an interview will not hurt your chance of admission to Tulane.
Alumni interviews serve as an opportunity for an applicant to learn about a successful alumni member’s Tulane experience and think about what theirs could look like. In a friendly, low-stress environment, an applicant can show an alumni interviewer who they are and what they care about, thus adding depth to their applications. Following the interview, the alumni member will complete an evaluative report that will be supplemental to the application package.

While we think this is a phenomenal opportunity to learn more about Tulane from the perspective of a successful alumni member, not all applicants will receive an invitation to participate. Alumni interviews are not a required part of the application process. As such, they will be considered supplemental and completely optional. Not receiving an invitation for an alumni interview or choosing not to participate in one will not impact the admission decision.

· Process
To be considered for the Alumni Interview Program, an applicant must first complete their application. This means we must have all required components of the application, including test scores, transcript, and secondary school report. If invited to participate in an alumni interview, the applicant will receive an email encouraging them to register for the program. At this point, a change will be made in their application status portal, listing a new item under their Application Checklist, titled “Alumni Interview Request Form.” This is a brief form that must be completed within one week in order to be matched with an alumni interviewer. Both the student and alumni interviewer will receive the other’s contact information, but it is the student’s responsibility to contact their alumni interviewer. Interviews should be scheduled and conducted within two weeks of the match.

· FAQ
Q: Does Tulane require alumni interviews?
No! Alumni interviews are supplemental and optional. We want to learn more about select applicants to better understand what they want from their Tulane experience.

Q: How do I request an alumni interview?
Trick question: you don’t! After completing the application, we will email selected students with an invitation to interview.

Q: What if I don’t get an invitation to interview?

No worries! At Tulane, alumni interviews are supplemental, optional, and intended to be enjoyable. This means that they can add depth and personality to your application. Since they are not required, not all applicants will complete an alumni interview. Applicants that either do not receive an invitation or do not want to participate are not adversely affected in the admission process.

Q: How do I prepare for my interview?
We want this to be enjoyable for you and the alumni members, so think of it more as a conversation than an interview. That being said, spend some time thinking about what you want to do in college and beyond, and how you believe Tulane can help you meet those goals. When interviewing, it never hurts to do your research!

Q: Can I be matched with an alumni member in my field of interest?
We match applicants with alumni members based on geographic proximity, when possible. Remote interviews over the phone or through a video chat service may be necessary, especially in regions without a large population of applicants or alumni. It is possible that the alumni member interviewing you may have similar interests, but we do not guarantee such precision. In fact, we welcome the opportunity to learn from the experience of someone totally different from you. It’s all part of growing up!

Q: How do I reach out to my alumni interviewer
Simple – introduce yourself! We recommend practicing professional communication and reaching out via email to explain that you’ve been matched to complete an alumni interview as a part of your application process. When it comes to arranging the interview, offer your availability to set up a time to chat within two weeks of being matched. If needed, feel free to conduct a remote interview over the phone or through a video chat service.

Q: How can I report a question or concern?
Whether you’re having problems setting up an interview, or are no longer interested in completing an alumni interview, please let us know how we can help! Fill out this form to describe your situation so we can figure out a way to help, or email us at alumniinterviews@wave.tulane.edu.
Q: I’m an international student, can I get an alumni interview?
Yes! International applicants will be offered an invitation to an alumni interview based on geographic proximity and availability of alumni. After completing the application, we will email selected students with an invitation to interview.

· Portfolios & Auditions
Any Tulane student can take visual or performing arts classes, audition for plays or ensembles, or take private lessons with an instructor without being a major or minor in that specific art. With this in mind, we welcome the chance to see your past creative work as a way of strengthening your application to the university. No audition or portfolio is required for admission to the university, but the inclusion of a portfolio can only help your application, never hurt it.

· Submission Instructions
In order to carry weight in an admission decision, creative materials should be added to your application as soon as possible after your application is submitted; as no creative supplements are required for admission to the university, the admission committee will not wait to receive such materials before reviewing an application.
· Visual and Performing Arts
Since portfolios are not required, there are no parameters about the content you can share with us. You are welcome to submit your portfolio in whatever form you choose, whether it be a link to a website, attached document, recording or video. Hard copy materials will not be accepted in any medium. All electronic submissions be uploaded to the “Optional Portfolio” section of your Green Wave Portal once you have completed the general admission application.

· Architecture

A portfolio is highly recommended for students interested in Architecture because it may strengthen an application. Please upload 10 pieces representing the breadth of your design experience, including a couple of examples of freehand drawing. Please do not send architectural drafting exercises because we prefer to see your creativity rather than your drafting skills. Other architectural exercises, such as perspective drawings or models, are welcome. Hard copy materials will not be accepted in any medium.

All submissions should be uploaded to the “Optional Portfolio” section of your Green Wave Portal once you have completed the general admission application. If you are applying to Tulane via the Common App, you will be sent the login credentials to your Green Wave Portal after you submit your application. Please wait until you receive these login credentials to submit you portfolio, otherwise you will be prompted to complete a new application.

· Architecture Portfolio Award
· One-time scholarship worth up to $10,000

· Only open to admitted students who have applied Early Decision or Early Action and have designated Architecture as their first or second major on their Tulane application

· Requires submission of a digital portfolio through your Green Wave Portal
· Reviewed by Office of Undergraduate Admission and Tulane School of Architecture

· To be considered:
· Submit your digital portfolio immediately after you submit your application for admission

· Selected candidates will be invited to interview either in person or via Skype

· JAZZ STUDIES

Jazz studies students should provide three or more contrasting pieces, at least one of which is a standard. These pieces will only be considered if they are videotaped. This material can be uploaded to the “portfolio” section of the Musicianship Scholarship Application (found on the Green Wave Portal). 

· MUSIC COMPOSITION

Composition students should provide sheet music and/or recordings of two to four original pieces in any style. The pieces do not need to be complete; sketches, pieces in progress, and improvisations are all acceptable. This material can be uploaded to the “portfolio” section of the Musicianship Scholarship Application (found on the Green Wave Portal).

· MUSIC PERFORMANCE (INSTRUMENTAL)

Piano students should prepare movements from three pieces in contrasting periods (Baroque, Classical, Romantic, or Modern), and at least one a major work. Other instrumentalists should prepare a major piece, such as a movement of a standard concerto, a shorter contrasting piece, and an etude. These pieces will only be considered if they are videotaped. This material can be uploaded to the “portfolio” section of the Musicianship Scholarship Application (found on the Green Wave Portal).

· MUSIC PERFORMANCE (VOCAL)

Vocal performance students should prepare three complete songs or arias (no cuts) in contrasting styles, including at least one in a foreign language. These pieces will only be considered if they are videotaped. This material can be uploaded to the “portfolio” section of the Musicianship Scholarship Application (found on the Green Wave Portal).

· MUSICAL THEATRE

Musical theatre students should prepare three complete songs (no cuts) in contrasting styles, at least one predating 1980. An art song or aria in English or a foreign language may also be included. Students may also include an optional one-minute monologue. These pieces will only be considered if they are videotaped. This material can be uploaded to the “portfolio” section of the Musicianship Scholarship Application (found on the Green Wave Portal).
